Application to Admission

1. Application
The applicant or histher representative is to submit the necessary forms to the office within the application period in person.

‘Those applying from overseas can send us the forms via Registered Mail (EMS).

2. Screening
The first screening is examining your submitted application related forms. You or your representative wilt be notified of the resuits

within 2 weeks after all your required documents amived here in YWCA.  For second screening, you will be inteniewed in
Japanese to assess yolr Japanese abilty.  You wilt be nofified of the resulis within 1 week from the interview,  Those who

were rejected will be retumed the submitted certificates (original certificates efc.).

3. Application to Immigration Bureau

We will apply to Immigration Bureau on your behalf to abtain Certificate of Eligibility.

4. Issuance of Certificate of Eligibility

Once the Immigration Bureau approves your application, "Certificate of Eligibility” will be sent to us (approximately 1 month prior
to starting school).  Then we will contact you or your representative to ask you or himher to complete payment for admission at
our office in person.  in exchange, you or your representative will receive Cerfificate of Eligibility and Letter of Admission. We
will then give you or yaur representafive a brief orientation on Enfrance Ceremony Day and other important days along with
ways toremit tuiion etc.  Itis possible to apply for admission to domitories then.

Those directly applying from abroad will be sent the necessary documents via EMS after confirmation of remitance of

Admission fes.

5. Obtainment of Student Visa

Applicants are to apply for visa with Lefter of Admission, Cerifficate of Eligibility and passport at diplomatic establishments abroad
{Japanese Embassy or Consulate).  Certificate of Eligibify is valid for 3 months.

6. Admission procedure

Complete payment of tuition prior to Entrance Ceremony Day.  Make sure to be in Japan by the appointed date.  Should you

have difficulty amiving by this ime please make sure to contact us.
